Setting the room temperature manually
The room temperature can be increased/decreased manually by turning the cap of
the thermostat.

Turn the thermostat cap:
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• In the “+” direction to increase the temperature setpoint. The red LED will light
up for 5 seconds.

• In the “-” direction to lower the temperature setpoint. The blue LED will light
up for 5 seconds.

When the thermostat cap is turned, the setpoint temperature is increased/
decreased by 2 °C from the current room temperature setpoint. The boost is active
for 1 hour.
