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Serial communication and Console communication using a communication cable (RTCCBL) cannot
be used together.

When performing Serial communication, remove the communication cable (RTCCBL) from the USB
port of the PC and Console connector of the instrument. When performing Console communication,
it is not required to remove the Serial communication cables. However, do not send a command from
the master side.

This manual contains instructions for functions and usage of the communication cable (RTCCBL). To
ensure safe and correct use, thoroughly read and understand this manual before using this cable.
To prevent accidents arising from the misuse of this cable, please ensure the operator receives this
manual.

Important Information

Read these instructions carefully and look at the equipment to become familiar with the device before
trying to install, operate, or maintain it. The following special messages may appear throughout this
documentation or on the equipment to warn of potential hazards or to call attention to information that
clarifies or simplifies a procedure.

Otherwise communication is
impossible due to imperfect insertion.

A Insert pin A until it touches the console connector. Normal position is that A enters
the case by 1 mm so that the pin base is flush with the internal.

c. Select Install from a list of specific location (Advanced) , and click Next.
d. Click Search for the best driver in these locations, and click.
e. Select Include this location in the search Browse.
f. Select the USB driver folder of the CD-ROM, and click OK.
g. Click Next.
h. Completing the Found New Hardware Wizard display appears. Click the
Finish button.
i. Step b. display appears again. Repeat the steps c to h.
j. Driver installation is completed.
