Setting the default run time

Shutter

Each shutter motor varies in the time it takes to complete the opening/closing
movement (i.e., edge to edge). Therefore, the opening/closing time of the shutter
must be determined in the app.

To determine the default run time, manually open/close the shutter.
1. Record the time it takes to open/close the shutter completely.

2. Record the time it takes to rotate the slats completely from closed to open
position for shutter with tilting slats.

Shutter calibration with Wiser app

The shutter motor is supplied in an uncalibrated state. Each shutter motor varies
in the time it takes to complete the opening/closing movement (i.e., edge to edge).

IMPORTANT:
» Itis necessary to select the device type and set the default run time

before proceeding with shutter calibration. Refer to Selecting device type,
page 8 and Setting default run time, page 9.

» Do not use the shutter either manually or on the app during calibration to
avoid interruption.

» Follow the procedure for shutter calibration according to the device type:
Shutter or Shutter with tilting slats.

Shutter Calibration without Wiser app

To set the calibration without Wiser app:
1. Remove the rocker from the Blind control switch.

NOTE: Removing the rocker helps to use both top and bottom push-
buttons together. Without removing the rocker, you can use either top or
bottom push-button.

2. Press bottom and top push-buttons for 3 seconds.
The status LED blinks green.

» If the shutter is not in a completely open position, it starts to open and
reaches the top position.

* Inthis step, If the shutter is already in the open position, then there will
be no movement of the shutter.

NOTE: LED blinks green throughout the calibration process.

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Setting Summer Comfort Mode

The Summer Comfort Mode automatically adjusts the shutters to a specific
position when temperature is too hot both indoor and outdoor. This solution
passively cools your home by lowering your shutters.

Features:

The inside temperature is measured by sensor and the outside temperature is
measured based on your location.

Works only when the sun is out (during daytime).
By default the blinds closes to 50%

This feature is active only when there is minimum of 2 degrees difference
between inside and outside temperature. For example: Inside temperature a
minimum of 26 degrees, while the outside temperature a minimum of 28
degrees.

Pre-requisite:

You must have a temperature sensor to measure the indoor temperature.
