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Plastic release tubes can be 
easily manipulated, even when 
wearing bulky gloves

Neutral position of the spring-
loaded tubes is locked, reducing 
likelihood of accidentally 
dropping an assembly during 
installation. This is much safer 
than release buttons found on 
some competing products that 
can be accidentally engaged

Two jaws grip the wire inside 
the device, holding the wire 
more securely than single-cam 
devices common among most 
competitors

Plastic release tubes allow for 
keyless installation

The locking device can 
accommodate wire rope at up 
to 90 degrees, allowing it to be 
positioned closer to the load 
than other locking devices on the 
market, hiding it from view and 
creating a much more aesthetically 
pleasing finished product.

Arrows on the device clearly 
demonstrate the correct direction 
to push the wire

Top and bottom of the locking 
device are symmetrical, 
allowing installation in either 
orientation
