5 Configuring Managed AP

(Through EnGenius Wireless Management Switch GUI)

A) Configure Managed AP(s) through the GUI interface from the switch
for WLAN settings under Device Management. Click the "Device
Name" in order to configure your Managed AP.
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B) Add Managed AP(s) to specific AP Cluster to save repetitive
configuration tasks.
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Wall Mounting The AP

A) Attach the location sticker to the desired location on the wall and use
a bmm drill bit to drill the two holes.

B) Insert the screw anchors into the 6mm holes then insert the screws
and tighten.

C) Align the access point over the keyhole mounting slots and insert
both screw heads into each keyhole slot. Then slide the access point
downward until it's firmly hooked in place.

Managed Access Point Installation with Wireless Management Switch

1 Connecting the Access Point

(Through EnGenius Management Switch)

A) Connect one end of the Ethernet Cable into the main LAN Port (PoE) of
the Managed Access Point and the other end to the Ethernet Port on
the Wireless Management Switch.

B) Connect another Ethernet Cable into an Ethernet Port on the front panel
of the EnGenius Wireless Management Switch and the other end to the
Ethernet Port on the computer.

Note: The Access Point supports both IEEE 802.3at PoE (Power over
Ethernet) or the included power Injector. You may use either one as the
power source. DO NOT use both at the same time.

Pole Mounting The AP

A) Use a flathead screwdriver to unfasten the screw on the pole mounting
ring and thread it through the middle tab on the rear of the access point.

B) Mount the access point onto the pole by wrapping the ring around the
pole and fastening the screw.
