UK: Instructions for use

Avoid repeated deep discharges. Also avoid charging the battery every 15 minutes. Lithium batteries have no memory effect. However, excessive charge/discharge cycles
should be avoided due to the wearing effect these have. Never expose batteries to high temperatures. For example, do not leave the battery in a car parked in direct sunlight.
Do not expose the battery to impacts. Ensure that the battery is correctly connected to the device.

Storage instructions

Store batteries in a cool dry place. The recommended storage range is between -20°C and 30°C and the recommended storage humidity is 65 + 20%. Storing batteries outside
of these limits could lead to leaks and rusting. Avoid any build-up of dust on the batteries during storage, particularly on the connector area. Avoid connecting batteries to the
host (device) when they have been stored for an extended period of time. Do not charge lithium-based batteries fully before storage. Store them partially charged and charge
fully before use. The recommended charge level for lithium is 60%. Do not store for long periods of time. If a Li-ion battery is discharged after use, self-discharge will drain the
battery further and may trigger the protection circuit at around 2.5V/cell. At this level, the charger will no longer recognise the battery and the battery will no longer charge.
It is strongly recommended that you charge your batteries every 90 days in order to preserve their maximum capacity.
